
INTRODUCTION
Local and global citizenship comprises 4 main strands: 

· Human Rights and Social Responsibility; 

· Diversity and Inclusion; 

· Equality and Justice; 

· Democracy and Active Participation.

The key themes are closely interrelated.  Education in citizenship and democracy will provide coherence alongside other aspects of the curriculum and school life.

AIMS

Pupils will have opportunities to:

· Recognise the diversity and interdependence of people, communities and the environment.

· Become more informed, thoughtful and responsible citizens who are aware of human rights and social responsibilities. 

· Acquire the knowledge, skills and understanding to play an effective role in Antrim Grammar School and in society at local, national and international levels.

· Develop greater respect for different national, religious, gender and ethnic identities. 

· Learn about the economy, democratic institutions and values.

· Enjoy their Citizenship classes.

· Learn in an active and participatory way.
TEACHING and LEARNING

The curriculum model for implementation is a 12 week module of 2 periods per week within the Antrim Grammar School Personal Development Programme.

We will teach the programme using a range of methodologies (see appendix 1)
The learning outcomes will enable pupils to:
· Learn about and appreciate the human rights and social responsibilities that underpin society.  

· Learn about fairness, social justice, respect for democracy and diversity at school, and local, national and global level.

· Become more actively involved in the life of Antrim Grammar School, the neighbourhood and wider communities and learn to become more effective in public life. 

· Study, reflect upon and discuss political, spiritual, moral, social and cultural issues. 

· Learn about and appreciate the diversity of national, regional, religious, ethnic and gender identities and the need for mutual respect and understanding.

· Appreciate the world as a global community, and the political, economic, environmental and social implications of this.

· Learn about the legal, political, religious, social and economic institutions and systems that influence our lives and communities. 

· Realise the importance of resolving conflict fairly.

· Appreciate the role of the media in society.

· Understand the work of community-based, national and international voluntary groups.
· Develop skills of democratic participation.

· Develop confidence to voice one’s own opinions, listen to and respect the views of others.
